 Be of good moral character 

 Believe in a supreme being 

 Be at least 18 years of age 

 Believe in the laws of the United States 

 Be willing to assume the obligation of 

the Order and participate in the 

ceremony of initiation 

 Not be convicted of a felony under the 

laws of any state in the United States 

 Additionally, you must meet one of the 

following eligibility requirements: 
 

All male members must be a Master 

Mason in good standing.  Female 

members must be related to a Master 

Mason in good standing in one of the 

following ways:  Wife, Widow, 

Daughter, Sister, Mother, Step–mother, 

Grandmother, Half–sister, Step– sister, 

Step–daughter Granddaughter, 

Daughter–in–law, Great granddaughter, 

Niece, Great niece, Sister in–law, 

Legally adopted daughter, or be a 

member (either active for three years or 

majority) of the International Order of 

Rainbow for Girls or Job’s Daughters 

International
