Close Bible

Worthy Grand Matron crowned with hat, cape and wand, asked to preside
during the skit.

Narrator: Once upon atime in the Land of the Eastern Star, the new
Worthy Matrons of the Northwest Wa Chapters gathered together.”

(Matrons come out on floor in SE and all babble at once saying things like

“what do | do now? Does?Howgodkndwwh&know t h
to do next? Where can | find AIWKALK he an
AT ONCE.)))

Narrator: “Suddenly there appeared the Good Witch of the East.”

Good Witch: “Here, here everybody -What-is the matter?” (Enter from the
south door to chapter room)

All Matrons: “If | only had Hope! If | only had Charity! If | only had Love! If
| only had HELP! Yes, yes.” (Again, all are trying to talk at the same time.)

Good Witch: ‘Why | have the answer. You must proceed to the Emerald
Star of Washington and seek an audience with the Wizard. She will answer
all your questions and solve all your problems! I will help you find your
way.” (the Good Witch leaves dropping stars as she goes-.exit same door)

Matrons: Oh, thank you, thank you, Beautiful Witch of the East.”

First Matron (Bev): ‘Wait a minute! Does anybody know how we get to this
Emerald Star of Washington? The Good Witch said she would help us but
she has gone.”

Matrons all babble again: “Oh dear, oh dear. Now what will we do? Etc.

First Matron (Bev): “| know. Let’s ask some of the natives. Oh, Past--
Matrons-and-Past Patrons, please help us. How do we get to the
Wonderful Wizard of the Emerald Star of Washington?”

Narrator: ‘Well, of course the Past Matrons and Past Patrons knew just
exactly what to tell them for they had all been down the road themselves at
least once.”

FOLLOW THE STAR-BRICKED ROAD

Matrons all sing: ‘We’re off to see the Wizard, the Wonderful Wizard of the
Emerald Star of Washington. We hear she is a Whiz of a Wiz if ever a Wiz
there was.”



As Matrons approach the South, Apathy jumps down and stops them.
Matrons shriek.

Narrator: “Suddenly appears in the path of our little troop the Wicked Witch
of the South - APATHY.

Matrons whining and speak all together: ‘Well, | don’t care. What
difference does it make? Why doesn’t’ somebody else do something?”

Good Witch appears and says: “Matrons, Matrons. You can get by
APATHY easily. All you need is Enthusiasm.”

2nd Matron (Gloria): “How do you know?”

Good Witch: “The Wizard told me so!”

2nd Matron (Gloria):: “Oh!”

Matronds s peakWEVWEGODENdHUSIASM!”
Apathy falls back.

Narrator: “Ding, Dong, The Witch is Dead, Which old Witch? The wicked
Witch. Ding, Dong, Apathy is Dead.”

Matrons all singing together: “We’re off to see the Wizard, the Wonderful
Wizard of the Emerald Star of Washington.”

As they approach the West, Resistance jumps into their path. Matrons
shriek.

Narrator: “Just as things seemed to be going well for our little group, they
are met by that terrible witch of the West, RESISTANCE.”

Matrons all talking at once: “But we’ve never done that before. | don’t
want to. We never did it THAT way before. Well, NOBODY told me | had to
do that.”

Good Witch: “Matrons, Matrons. Resistance can be conquered by
Service.”

3" Matron (Janet): “How do you know?”

Good Witch: “The Wizard told me so!”

3" Matron (Janet): “Oh!”

Matrons all speaking at once: ‘WE GIVE SERVICE!”
Resistance falls back.



Narrator: “Ding, Dong. The Witch is dead. Which old witch. The wicked
witch. Ding, Dong, Resistance is dead.”

Matrons all singing: ‘We’re off to see the Wizard. the Wonderful Wizard of
the Emerald Star of Washington.”

At the North, Depression jumps into their way. Matrons shriek.

Narrator: “As our little group approaches the North, suddenly into their
path jumps the greatest obstacle of all. The Wicked Witch of the North,
DEPRESSION.”

Matrons all talking at once: “It's just too hard. What good does it do?
We’'ll never get it done. We might as well give up.”

Good Witch: “Matrons, Matrons. There’s one sure way to defeat
Depression. You just need FAITH.”

4™ Matron (Mel) “How do you know?”
Good Witch: “The Wizard told me so!”

Matrons: ‘WE HAVE FAITH!
Depression falls back.

Narrator: “Ding, Dong, the Witch is dead. Which old witch? The wicked
Witch! Ding, Dong, Depression is dead.”

Matrons all singing: We’re off to see the Wizard. The Wonderful Wizard of
the Emerald Star of Washington.”

Narrator: “Then it appeared before them. The Magical, Wonderful,
Emerald Chapter of Washington OES.”

Matrons all oooh and aaah and call out: “Oh, look, look. There itis.”
5" Matron (Marie): ‘Wizard, Wizard, we need you Wizard!”

Narrator: “As the Wizard approached, the Matrons were all excited. But the
Wizard wanted to know how they had come all that long and dangerous

way.

First Matron (Bev): “Oh, we had so much help. The Past Matrons and
Past Patrons, and the Witch of the East with Hope and Charity helped us to
come through the wicked witches of the North, South and West to get here.
And through it all the shining light of our beautiful Wizard where we could
get the inspiration we need.”



Narrator: “Of course, the Wizard was very impressed with such a
resourceful group of Matrons. But now she wanted to know just why they
had come.”

Matrons — one at a time: Bev-“If | only had Fidelity.” Marie-“If | only had
Constancy.” Janet-“If | only had Royalty and Power.” Gloria-“If | only had
Strong Belief.” Mel-“If | only had Love and Hospitality.” All start talking at
once.

Narrator: “And the Wizard spoke.”

Worthy Grand Matron (hand her the idiot card): “My children, you already
have ALL these things or you could not have come so far. Remember, for
Hope and Charity, there is no place like home.”

Matrons all at once: “Oh wise, wise Wizard. We love you.”

Each Matron goes forward, curtseys and puts a Star on scroll as the
Narrator speaks

Narrator: “Our Matrons represent the heroines of our order, Adah, who
teaches us Fidelity, Ruth, who shows us Constancy, Esther, who embodies
Royalty and Power, Martha, who teaches us of a strong Belief in God, and
Electa, who teaches the importance of Love and hospitality.
